National legal framework

1. What are the legal provisions in your country that recognizes the right to autonomy and independence? Do they have a constitutional, legislative or executive foundation?
Yes.
- Constitution of the Kyrgyz Republic;

- Family Code of the Kyrgyz Republic;

- Law of the Kyrgyz Republic “On State Civil Service and Municipal Service”;

- The Law of the Kyrgyz Republic “On Senior Citizens in the Kyrgyz Republic”.

Implementation

Equality and non-discrimination

6. Which are the measures adopted to ensure equitable access by older persons to the enjoyment of the right to autonomy and independence, paying special attention to groups in vulnerable situation?
- The age limit for a civil servant and a municipal service employee is 65 years (Article 47 of the Law of the Kyrgyz Republic “On State Civil Service and Municipal Service”). It should be noted that according to the Law of the Kyrgyz Republic “On Senior Citizens in the Kyrgyz Republic”, senior citizens are considered men aged 63 years and older, women aged 58 years and older who have reached the retirement age;

- The right to have a choice and have religious and other convictions established by the Constitution of the Kyrgyz Republic is not subjected to any restrictions (In the Kyrgyz Republic, laws should not be adopted that repeal or diminish the rights and freedoms of a person and citizen).

   - Adult working  children are obliged to maintain and care for their disabled parents who
   need support (article 92 of the Family Code of the Kyrgyz Republic).
Participation

7. The design and implementation of normative and political framework related to autonomy and independence included an effective and meaningful participation of older persons?
-Yes, it is.

According to the order of the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic related to  the schedule of annually held meetings organized with the Public Association of Social Protection of the Population. L. Fomova dated June 15, 2012 No. 274-p, state and municipal bodies meet quarterly with senior citizens to discuss social issues.

In addition, the senior citizens themselves are actively involved in the discussion of national and strategic programs.

State policy related to senior citizens is aimed at creating legal, socio-economic conditions and guarantees for a decent life, development and self-realization of senior citizens, protecting their rights and legitimate interests through the development and implementation of short-term, medium-term and long-term national and regional programs.
