- Palliative care is an activity which is aimed at improving the quality of life of incurable patients (a patient’s condition that excludes the possibility of saving lives or fully restoring health)  and their families by preventing and alleviating their suffering through  early detection, careful assessment and relief of pain and other symptoms of the disease — physical,  psychological and spiritual. (Law of the Kyrgyz Republic “On protection of public health in the Kyrgyz Republic”)

- continue the formation of an effective palliative care system in accordance with the needs and international standards;

- at this stage provide the need for palliative care for patients with cancer, tuberculosis, AIDS, etc. by creating  hospices, hospice, inpatient and day care departments in each regional center;

- provide all palliative patients with effective painkillers, both in inpatient and home conditions;

- introduce methods for early detection and early provision of palliative care in order to make choices and ensure improvement in the quality of life of patients;

- form an effective system of training, retraining and advanced training of medical workers in palliative care, diagnosis and treatment of pain in the provision of palliative care, social and psychological assistance to palliative patients and their families;

- train 80 percent of health workers who provide or plan to provide palliative care;

-increase civic activity of the population and the activity of non-governmental organizations in the execution of programs of palliative and hospice care, the development of charity and volunteering in this area;

- strengthen political support for the development of palliative care;

-draw attention to modern approaches of the organization and provision of palliative and hospice care;

-create a favorable information environment necessary for the consistent implementation of state programs for the development of palliative and hospice care in the Kyrgyz Republic.
