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The presentation begins by asking: what is the core substrate of the right to education, according to the international system for the promotion and protection of human rights of the United Nations?

The answer has as its starting point with the Universal Declaration of Human Rights UDHR, and the elements contributed by other International Conventions, all of which gives us the framework for the enforceability, justiciability and accountability of the right to education for older persons.
The 21st century places us before two legal obligations: educational inclusion and the quality of education. Both are key elements of the right to education that should be fully applied to education for older persons.
It is pertinent to add that the approach of education as a human right governs all the components of the State. Similarly, the parameter of the autonomy of higher education establishments could not be the argument for the educational exclusion of persons who want access, permanence and progress in careers compatible with their particular conditions and merits, regardless of whether the applicant is an older person.
Regarding the 2030 Agenda on Sustainable Development in the field of Education, SDO 4 stands out, which aims to guarantee an inclusive and equitable quality education and promote lifelong learning opportunities for all. The main goals to apply education for older persons and relevant indicators will be analyzed.
SDG 4 declares educational inclusion and quality learning for all to be well protected during the course of life and, therefore, regardless of age, which coincides with the human rights framework of International Conventions, in terms of generic
What is the inter-American experience?
We highlight the Inter-American Convention on the Protection of the Human Rights of Older Persons of the OAS, which entered into force on January 11, 2017.
This human rights instrument provides solid support at the regional level that should influence the implementation and supervision of the 2030 Agenda on Sustainable Development, since it broadly contemplates the diversified approach of human rights in the case of older persons.

This regional human rights framework expressly refers to the right to education insofar as it prescribes that older persons have the right to education on equal terms with other sectors of the population and without discrimination, in the modalities defined by each of the States Parties, and participate in existing educational programs at all levels, and share their knowledge and experiences with all generations. It will be analyzed to what the States Parties commit in detail with respect to older persons in the enjoyment of this right. We will complement this presentation with some statistics and jurisprudence.
Finally, we reach the segment of conclusions, determining how the Inter-American Convention is reflected in the implementation of the right to education in ratifying States and its impact in terms of enforceability, justiciability and accountability, covering the areas of human rights and of sustainable development.
